SUMMARY 
 
Councilôs policy concerning payment of expenses and the provision of facilities to the Mayor and 
Councillors has been reviewed following the release of revised Guidelines by the Division of Local 
Government (DLG). 
 
 

REPORT 
 
DLG Circular No 09/36 of 7 October 2009, released revised guidelines to assist councils to review 
and develop their policy on payment of expenses and provision of facilities to Mayors and 
Councillors. The Guidelines have been made under the provisions of section 23A and 252(5) of the 
Local Government Act, 1993, and as such Council must comply with these guidelines when 
preparing and adopting an expense and facilities policy. 
 
Councils are also required to submit their expenses and facilities policy to the DLG by 30 
November each year. An extension will be granted to allow Councils to review their policies in 
accordance with the revised guidelines.  
 
The purpose of the Guidelines is for councils to develop an expenses and facilities policy to allow 
for councillors to receive adequate and reasonable expenses and facilities to enable them to carry 
out their civic duties as elected representatives of their local communities. The guidelines also aim 
to clarify the scope and extent of expenses that may be claimed, and equipment and facilities 
provided; to ensure accountability and transparency in the provision of facilities and expenses; and 
to ensure a level of consistency in the content of council policies. 
 
Councilôs existing Policy was last amended in November 2008, and whilst substantially complying 
with the Guidelines, various minor amendments are proposed in the draft Policy to ensure 
compliance with the Guidelines.  
 
These amendments include: 
 

Clarification on the need for limits of expenses 

Clarification that the policy applies to Administrators of councils 

Provision for dispute resolution 

Removal of duplication and anomalies 
 
It is therefore proposed that Council advise of its intention to adopt the Payment of Expenses & 
Provision of Facilities Policy and that the Policy be placed on exhibition for 28 days for the making 
of public submissions in accordance with Section 253 (1) of the Act. 
 
A copy of the draft Payment of Expenses & Provision of Facilities Policy is included in the 
attachments, with the amendments shown in underline and blue colour. 
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RECOMMENDATION 
 
That: 
 

1. The draft Policy on Payment of Expenses and Provision of Facilities to Mayor and 
Councillors as amended, be endorsed. 
 

2. The amended policy be placed on public exhibition for a period of 28 days in accordance 
with Section 253 (1) of the Local Government Act, 1993. 
  

3. At the conclusion of the exhibition period a further report be submitted for adoption, with 
details of any submissions received, and following adoption, a copy of the adopted policy be 
forwarded to the Division of Local Government
